One-to-Ones Outline

One-to-Ones have been used to bring new people into the MN Break the Bonds Campaign, thereby growing the base of the campaign. A One-to-One for the MN Break the Bonds Campaign is an intentional, face-to-face meeting with a potential ally, focused on learning about their motivations and interests in Palestinian rights and ways they would like to be involved in the campaign. 

What follows are instructions on how to conduct one-to-ones in similar campaigns.    

The first thing you’ll need to do is contact the person over email or phone to set up a 45 min. – 1 hr. meeting. 
During the meeting you should:

1. Introduce yourself and describe how you came to be involved in this campaign and tell your personal story about how you became involved in Palestine related issues.

2. Ask them about themselves and how they got involved in Palestine related issues.  Listen, ask questions, and uncover their motivation. (This part should take the majority of the time.) 

3. Describe the your campaign, give them a copy of your campaign statement, timeline, and the Palestinian Call for BDS. Tell them about the different ways they could be involved. Answer any questions they may have.

4. Drawing on their particular interests and motivation ask how they would like to be involved in your campaign.

5. If they want to be a part of this campaign, ask them if they would like to be added to the list serve. If they aren’t interested in being a member of the campaign, ask them if they’d like to be on a list serve that will inform them of educational events. 

6. Be sure to tell them that how public the campaign is and how to speak about the campaign to others.  Ask them if they know of other people you should meet with about the campaign.

How to describe the campaign:

The MN Break the Bonds Campaign: Divest for Justice in Palestine has three goals:

1) Support The Palestinian call for boycott, divestment, sanctions (BDS) (July 2005)

2) Get the state of Minnesota to divest of Israel Bonds (the state currently holds 1 bond, purchased at $10,000,000 in 2005)

3) Organize a mass statewide education campaign concerning Palestine.

Many of our supporters attended a March 28 – 29, 2009, Education Training Conference where we shared tools and resources for educating our communities.  We are now embarking on a mass statewide education campaign focused on basic education about the situation in the Occupied Palestinian Territories.
